INSTRUCTIONS TO SUBMIT AN ADVANCED STANDING CREDIT REQUEST

Identify the Multidisciplinary course by number and name. On a copy of your graduate transcript highlight the full course number, name, academic year and semester, Professor’s name and final grade. After you have identified the graduate course(s) in question explain why you feel you should receive advanced standing credit.

Submit this with your request.

The four standards of proof to obtain advanced standing credit in priority order are:

1-
A syllabus from the semester and year when you took the course, showing that the course was, indeed, structured around criminal justice topic.

2-
A brief statement from the professor, if she or he is available, to the effect that the course was substantially criminal justice in nature.

3-
A catalog description. Explain the relevance to your specialization and program of study

.

4-
A paper, report or project that you did for the course, suggesting that you shaped the educational experience into a criminal justice one.

Lacking any of the above, the Committee has only your claim that you should be given credit.  Unfortunately, that is no enough!

Please remember, that you must go through the four steps for EVERY course for which you wish to be assigned transfer credit. The burden of proof rests with you!
