SPRING 2002 -- FINAL EXAM INFORMATION


The final exam will be given on May 20, 2002 at 12 Noon for those students registered for 4th Period and 8:00 p.m. for those students registered for 9th period (in the regular classroom).  Unless specifically excused by me, students must take the exam during the period for which they are registered (i.e., day students may not take the exam at night, and night students may not take the exam during the day).  Failure to take the exam when scheduled will result in a grade of "0."  

The final exam will cover all material assigned as readings and discussed in class since the last exam (i.e., dealing with the Executive and Federalism).  The format of the final exam will be a combination of the formats of the two previous exams.  There will be multiple choice questions as well as short answer questions and longer essay-type questions.  If you have any gaps in your notes, I would strongly suggest you get the missing notes from a classmate. When you review the readings and the class notes, be sure you understand the meaning of the Supreme Court decision with regard to the topic we addressed.  Also, remember you are responsible for all material assigned in the readings, not just the Supreme Court decisions.

Your papers will be handed back at the exam; however, I should finish grading them this week.  Thus, I will post the paper grades on the class website once I have finished grading them. 

Final grades will be submitted to the Registrar's office by May 28, 2002.  They also will be posted outside my office door.  As noted on the syllabus, I will not give "IN" grades for the course except under the most dire of circumstances.

Extra credit question (to answer, you must read pages 359-366 in the text): Discuss the significance of the Supreme Court's decision in Michigan v. Long with regard to federalism. In your answer, be sure to briefly discuss the case, as you should assume the reader is not familiar with it.  Note: The extra credit question is optional and is worth a possible 10 points added to your final exam grade, making the exam worth 110 possible points.  If you choose not to answer the extra credit question, you will not be penalized, and the exam will be worth 100 points.  Please type your answer, double spaced (you should be able to answer the question in approximately 3 pages). The answer to the question must be handed in before you take the exam (you can hand it in at the beginning of the exam period on the 20th). No late answers will be accepted.
